Ans. BMBL recommends inactivation by immersion in either 1N NaOH or sodium hypochlorate (20,000 ppm available chlorine) for at least 1 hour before autoclaving at 134 C for 4.5 hours.

2) What is the device depicted in this slide? When using this test on mice, what should be in interval between tests on a given mouse? (1 slide)
Ans. Morris water maze; should be 13 minutes between tests on an individual mouse other wise hypothermia will occur

Ans. Circuit used for the delivery of gas-anesthetic agent

Ans. Automated radial-arm maze
