1) What device is depicted in this slide?(1 slide)
Ans. Acoustic startle apparatus
2) What is the device depicted in this slide? (1 slide)
Ans. Nylon identification tag; significantly less likely to be lost during a study and heals much better.
3) What is this device? (1 slide)
Ans. Elevated zero-maze – the continuous circuit of light and dark section, which avoids intersection between open and closed arms may reduce ambiguity in scoring. In other words the elevated zero maze has no start point. 

4) What device is depicted in this slide? What 2 other tests measure the same behavior? (1 slide)
Ans. Von Frey hairs; tail flick test and hot plate test are 2 other analgesiometric tests.
5) This image shows a nipple made for a nursing bottle that is much bigger that the mouse lactating teat. What condition does the large nipple/bottle size prevent? (1 slide)
Ans. Bloat
6) What device is depicted in this slide? (1 slide)
Ans. automated operant conditioning chamber (Skinner box)

7) What device is depicted in this slide? What is another test that measures the same behavior? (1 slide)

Ans. Hebb-Williams maze which tests spatial learning; the Morris water maze tests spatial learning but uses visual cues to a much greater extent
8)   What type of needle is depicted on the left? In what application is this needle used?

Ans. Huber point needle; plug is not cut from the vascular access port septum as the needle penetrates.

9)   These images are PAS stained liver sections. The section on the right was treated with an enzyme before the stain was applied. What is the enzyme and what is the material stained in the image on the left? (1 slide)
Ans. diastase; glycogen 

10) What mental condition is induced in rodents with these devices? (1 slide)
Ans. all are used as modeling techniques to cause depression. Devices shown are A. Container used in forced swim test B. Tail suspension apparatus C. Shuttle box
11) What is the purpose of this device? (1 slide)
Ans. Room pressure indicator provides a simple visual indicator of relative room pressure.
