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Questions

1. The 2002 reprint of the Public Health Service Policy on Humane Care and Use of Laboratory Animals includes the Health Research Extension Act of 1985, Public Law 99-158.  The Health Research Extension Act of 1985 describes the composition of the institutional animal care committee.  What does the act set forth regarding composition of the committee? 

2. According to the Health Research Extension Act of 1985, how often shall the institutional animal care committee review the care and treatment of animals in all animal study areas and facilities of the research entity?

3. According to the Health Research Extension Act of 1985, how often must the institutional animal care committee file with the Director of NIH a certification that the review has been conducted and report any violation of established guidelines or assurances which were observed in such review and which have continued after notice by the committee?

4. According to the Health Research Extension Act of 1985, who has the authority of suspend or revoke grants or contracts if the conditions of animals care, treatment, or use in an entity which is receiving a grant, contract, or cooperative agreement involving research on animals under said act do not meet established guidelines?

5. True or False.  Guidelines and regulations promulgated under subsection a or c may require a research entity to disclose publicly trade secrets or commercial or financial information which is privileged or confidential.

Answers

1. Each animal care committee shall be composed of not fewer than three members, and shall include at least one individual who has no association with such entity and at least one doctor of veterinary medicine.

2. At least semiannually to evaluate compliance with applicable guidelines established for appropriate animal care and treatment

3. At least annually

6. Where exceptions are required in relation to the provisions of these Principles, the decisions should not rest with the investigators directly concerned but should be made, with due regard to Principle II, by an appropriate review group such as an institutional animal care and use committee.  Such exceptions should not be made solely for the purposes of teaching or demonstration.

20. Chief executive officer of the entity for which the committee is established.  OLAW considers the CEO to be the highest operating official of the organization.  If the CEO delegates authority to appoint the IACUC the delegation must be specific and in writing.  The CEO may or may not be the Institutional Official.
